Introduction

p. 12, footnote 28: the central figure is a typical figure of Christ by Celtic Studios with their mark, and the figures of Cadoc and Brychan are probably by Ivor Davies. See blog post https://stainedglasswales.wordpress.com/2014/10/20/bristow-wadley-lost-windows/
p. 19, caption 45: the artist is Frances Rapport.

Chapter 1

p. 31, caption 62–3: the date should read 1483–5.

p. 39, the instruction by the angel should read ‘ANNA TE PORTA AUREA PREPARA’ (the last word is abbreviated on the right-hand segment of the scroll).
p. 40, caption 92: the Trevor Chapel is at the east end of the south, not north, aisle.

p. 47, caption 115: the figure depicted is not George but Michael, from the same window, which is at the east end of the south, not north, aisle.

p. 49, caption 119: the dedication of the church is to Beuno, and hence the tentative attribution of the saint should be Beuno, not Deiniol.

p. 52, note 50: Edward IV, not Edward VI.
Chapter 3
p. 74, the figures for Bangor Cathedral were not made in 1838, but installed in two stages, in 1840 and in 1843.

p. 74, caption 175: the date of this figure is 1843.

p. 85, the glass in the east window at Llawhaden was moved from the Church of St John the Baptist, Slebech, following its closure in 1990. The church at Slebech was built 1838–40, so the panels of early glass could date from c. 1840.
Chapter 4
p. 94, caption 218: the date of the window is difficult to read but is more probably 1857.

Chapter 5

p. 121, footnote 28: the author of the article is Tony Benyon.

p. 128, text and caption 296–7, the decorative windows are by James Powell & Sons and not by Ward & Hughes, who made the pictorial windows.

Chapter 6

p. 143, the window commemorating Nicholas Chinnery at Abergele is more likely to be by John Hardman & Co.

p. 157, caption 366: the date should be c. 1889.

Chapter 7

pp. 178-9, James Eadie-Reid enjoyed a longer association with The Gateshead Stained Glass Company, designing for them until the studio closed in 1926.

Chapter 8

p. 194, caption 454: the artist is M.D. Spooner.

p. 195, caption 457: the artist is Geoffrey Webb, not his brother Christopher Webb.
p. 195, the window mentioned at the Church of St Illtyd, Llantwit Fardre, may have been supplied by G.A. Rowson of Shrewsbury, but was probably made by William Pearce’s studio.

p. 200, caption 469 & footnote 15: the artist is Edward Reginald Frampton, the son of Edward Frampton.

p. 202, caption 476: the date of the window is unknown, but probably dates to 1917 or soon afterwards.

Chapter 9

p. 219 & caption 516: the window at Oystermouth was made in 1929, and dedicated in January 1930.

p. 224, caption 529: title of the window should be the ‘Te Deum’; the symbols of the evangelists are depicted, but not the evangelists themselves.

p. 245, caption 586: north aisle, not south aisle.

p. 245, footnote 58: neither, not either.

Chapter 10
p. 259, caption 621: the window is clearly dated 1959, although it is one of three windows in the chancel dated 1953 in the list of works by Carl Edwards published at www.benyonstainedglass.com.

p. 261, caption 629: should read Goddard & Gibbs, St Elfod and Nennius, 1958, designed by Maud Sumner, Church of St Michael, Abergele, sanctuary

Chapter 11

p. 288, caption 697: the subject of the window is Christ restoring sight to the man born blind.

p. 301, the implication is that Pandora Hughes did not train in Swansea, but in fact she did, in the 1980s.

p. 301, text and caption 729: the artist is Michael Lassen.

p. 302: Shropshire, not Shrophire.

p. 304: caption 736: the window is correctly located in the north aisle, and cannot therefore be described as a ‘Nave Window’.

Chapter 12

p. 316, the window by Deanne Mangold at the Church of St Luke, Cwmdare, was not intended as a millennium window, even though ‘AD 2000’ is prominent at the bottom of the window.
